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Study on the Life-Cycle Supervision of Public Project

Abstract: Due to the particularity of the capital source of public project, it is necessary to enforce the life-cycle supervision
to it in order to effectively control the government investment, decrease the waste of resources, and push the construction of
economy society. The supervision actuality and existing problems of public project in China were analyzed firstly. Then the
factors influencing the life-cycle supervision of public project were discussed. The supervision mechanism in the stages of
decision-making, constructing, and operating was established from the lateral orientation and lengthwise orientation.
Finally the corresponding supporting measures were proposed.
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
